Customizing the JSP Template
Get Website Up and Running

1. Create a folder which will contain the code for you website.

2. Copy all the files from the JSP_Template folder into your newly created folder.

3. If using Tomcat create a new context in the server.xml file pointing to your new application folder.
4. If using ServletExec go into ServletExec Admin and create a new web application.

5. Open up the file \WEB-INF\classes\ArcIMSWebsite.properties file and set up the connection properties for your ArcIMS Site.

a. host=[computer name ArcIMS is running on]
b. port=[Port ArcIMS is listening on usually 5300]
c. service=[map service you want to use]
6. Restart Tomcat or IIS service

Modify Website and Document Title

1. In the ini.js page modify theDocumentTitle and theTitle variables to reflect the name of your website.
Change Link Bar 
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The code for the link bar is found in the Map.jsp page from line 47-79.  If you wish to delete one of the links simply delete the cell that contains the link.  To change the URL that the link navigates to, change the href attribute for the link.  The Contact US and Mail comments links work a little different then the other ones because they have a popup windows containing additional information.  To change these link follow the following steps:

1. If you wish to change the text displayed to something else change the link information in Map.jsp page
2. To change the information in the popup menu you will need to modify the code in the menu.js page.

3. Lines 10-13 of that page contain the code for the examples ones that come with the template.

4. Modify these lines of code to suite your website’s needs.

Set Up Dynamic Table of Content (TOC)
1. Open DynamicLegend.jsp and examine lines 36-71
2. They produce the following Table of Content:
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3. To change the table of content to reflect the layers in your website, first determine a logical way of grouping these layers and the order you want the layers to appear in the TOC.

4. To make you first heading replace line 6 with:

a.  tocArray.add("Heading – [Heading Title]");

5. The add all the layers you want to appear under that heading by adding the following code underneath the heading code:

a. tocArray.add("[Layer Name]");

6. Repeat step 5 until all layers that you want to appear under that heading have been added.

7. To start another Heading group repeat steps 4 and 5 until all the layer groups and associate layers have been added.

***** Note:  The Layer name must match exactly the names in the mxd file.  If you have multiple layers with the same name make sure you differentiate them by adding a space to the end of the layer name in both the mxd and the DynamicLegend.jsp file.
Set Up Tools

1. The code for the tools is located in line 106-158 in the Map.jsp.

2. Simply delete any unwanted tools and rearrange the table so that there are two tools in every row.

Set Up Printing

1. Make a Layout in ArcMap with all the map elements that you want to include in the final output.
2. Save the ArcMap project in Layout view and remember the page orientation that you have chosen. I.e. Landscape or Portrait.
3. The Template defaults to Landscape so no changes are needed if your Layout is in Landscape mode.

4. If your layout is in portrait you will need to make changes to the ArcXML.jsp page. Uncomment line 354 and comment line 356.

Set Up Legend

The legend can be set up to display either a static or dynamic ArcIMS legend.  The default for the template is a static legend. To change the URL to another static legend simply open the Map.jsp page and change line 222 to reflect the correct URL to the static legend image.  To set up the dynamic legend follow the following step:

1. Comment out line 222 in Map.jsp

2. Uncomment 221 in Map.jsp

3. Change line 39 in napIni.jsp to read map.getLegend(true);
